For the U.S. Congress, CASA in Action endorses the Democratic Congressional incumbents.  Most recently, each Democratic Maryland Congressman signed on to a discharge petition to bring H.R. 15 directly to the floor of the House where there is majority support for passage of commonsense immigration reform.  This is just the latest action from Members of Congress who recognize that our federal immigration system is badly broken and requires immediate reform.
For Governor, CASA in Action endorses Anthony Brown. Brown has advocated for the Latino community in his many years of public service and we believe he will continue to take critical leadership for our members and for the broader immigrant community.   As Lieutenant Governor, Brown fought for the Maryland Dream Act in 2011 and 2012.  This year, he motored forward the increase in the minimum wage.  As Governor, we expect Brown to draw bright lines between local public safety and federal immigration enforcement through support of the TRUST Act.  CASA members are also thrilled that Anthony Brown will seek to continue the legacy of the DREAM Act by creating a low-interest loan product for immigrant college students shut out of the traditional financial aid programs as well as reinvest in a critical housing trust fund to grow the stock of affordable housing across our state.  The son of immigrants, Brown embraces a diverse Maryland and knows that we are stronger together.   
CASA in Action also endorses Peter Franchot for Comptroller and Brian Frosh for Attorney General. In his role as the Chair of the Senate Judicial Proceedings Committee, Brian took bold leadership effectively convincing a majority of Maryland Senators that, in the face, of a failed federal immigration policy, immigrant families and the communities we live in are best served by access to drivers’ licenses.
